1. Each team must have at least two adult chaperones to compete.  Each chaperone must be at least 25 years old.  The chaperone will be legally and morally responsible for the health and welfare of the players on the chaperone’s team.  The UPA, event organizers, and minors on the team are counting on the chaperone to exercise good judgment.  Actual parent/guardian signatures are required on parental waivers!

2. Tournament fee will be $25/player.  This fee will be non-refundable in the case of team forfeiture after the payment deadline.  (Under certain conditions, a refund may be possible if a replacement team can be found.)  If event is cancelled, all costs related to the event will be covered before providing partial refunds.
3. Note: If a division does not fill up with league-based teams during the initial application period, a late application period will be opened to late league-based applications and to “at-large” teams who are not affiliated with a league.  Those applications will be available in April, with applications due and bids awarded in mid-late June.
2008 UPA Youth Club Championships

Overview

The UPA Youth Club Championships is an experimental event.  The goal of this event is to provide national level competition for youth Ultimate players and encourage local, non-high school based playing opportunities for youth within the UPA structure.  The guidelines that follow are the UPA’s requirements for qualification and criteria for acceptance for the UPA Youth Club Championships.  As this is an experimental and growing division these guidelines and the bid allocation process are subject to change.

In order to award bids earlier so that teams can make the necessary preparations for selecting and preparing teams, only leagues from the prior year (2007 leagues for the 2008 UPA YCC) will qualify for bids to the Youth Club Championships.

UPA-sanctioned youth club (non-high school affiliated) leagues will be at the top of the priority list in receiving bids. These leagues will be guaranteed one bid in each division for which they apply and can support a team. If more UPA youth club leagues apply than there are bids in any division, the division will be expanded to accommodate those league-based teams.  

UPA sanctioned High School League bids will still be accepted after UPA sanctioned youth club league bids, provided there are available bids. However, these leagues will not be guaranteed bids to the event  

“At-large” teams, not affiliated with a UPA sanctioned league, will be eligible for any remaining bids not awarded to UPA league-based teams.

This team selection process is designed to encourage communities to develop youth club leagues outside of the high school leagues that have been successful without the YCC in place and which are supported beyond the state level by state championships and High School Easterns and Westerns.  The combination of incentives created by national-level high school and youth club events will hopefully encourage the development of both kinds of leagues in all areas.  


Application Process 
1. Early Application Period:  UPA sanctioned league-based team applications for the 2008 UPA Youth Club Championships will be made available on the UPA website in February, 2008.  Applications will be due by March, 7 2008.  Early bids will be awarded according to the team selection process on March 14th, 2008.

2. Phase 2 Application Period:  If the tournament is not filled during the early application period a late application will be made available on the UPA website in April, 2008.  Phase 2 applications will be available for late applying UPA sanctioned league-based teams and at-large teams.  The deadline for the late application process will be May 16th.  Phase 2 bids will be awarded according to the team selection process on May 30, 2008.

Team Selection 

Criteria for Acceptance (ordered by priority)

1. Sponsored by a UPA sanctioned Youth Club (non-high school based) League that occurred during the previous calendar year. Within category 1, one bid is guaranteed in each division for which the league applies and can support a team for the event.

2. Sponsored by a UPA sanctioned High School League that occurred during the previous calendar year. Within category 2, bids will be awarded based on the # of players (UPA registered and paid) in the league. See Appendix 1 for more details.
3. “At-large team” – Any other team made up of players from outside a UPA sanctioned Youth Club or High School league.  Within category 3, bids will be awarded based on a combination of factors including geographic representation and team strength.

League Requirements

1. For the purposes of Team Selection for the YCC, leagues will be defined as follows.

2. UPA Youth Club League

a. UPA sanctioned

b. Provides playing opportunities for youth in a youth-focused environment

c. Open registration/enrollment

i. Registration deadlines are acceptable, but must be communicated clearly and enforced consistently

ii. Limitations on player registration are acceptable for logistical reasons, but must be communicated clearly and enforced consistently

iii. Skill level of players may not be a factor in determining a player’s ability to register

d. Competition and team makeup is not based on school affiliation

e. Minimum of 4 league meetings (scheduled game days per team) over a minimum of 4 weeks

3. UPA High School League

a. UPA sanctioned

b. Competition and team makeup is based or partially based on school affiliation

c. Minimum of 4 league meetings (scheduled game days per team) over a minimum of 4 weeks

4. The UPA reserves the right to determine whether leagues applying for bids to the YCC meet the above criteria.

5. FAQ (coming soon)

Team and Player Requirements 
1. On-time receipt of application

2. Adequate adult support structure (at least 2 chaperones over 25)

3. All players must not turn 19 prior to June 1st of the year of the UPA Youth Club Championships in order to be eligible. 
4. Teams must be made up of players residing in the same (UPA adult club) region

5. If the team is a league sponsored team, all players must have either:

a. participated in the season that the application is based on OR

b. be registered to participate in the league the year of the YCC prior to the beginning of the YCC.

Appendix 1

2008 YCC Selection Guidelines 

for High School Leagues
If bids are available within “Category 2 – High School Leagues” , the following process will determine which leagues are given bids in which divisions, based on the number of players* in the league. 

*For the purpose of this process, “players” is defined as participants in the league who the UPA has on file as registered and paid for the league.
I. The league with the highest # of players (X0) receives a bid in the division of their choice.

II. After a team has received a bid the # of players in their league is reduced by 50 for the purpose of further bid allocations (X0-50 = X1)

III. The league with the highest # of players receives a bid in the division of their choice.

IV. If a league’s next choice is in a division that is full they will be awarded a bid in the division of their next highest choice

V. In the event that two leagues have the same # of players, the league that has received fewer bids will receive the next bid

a. In the event that both leagues have received the same number of bids, bid allocation will be determined by a coin flipped

VI. No league may sponsor more than one team per division

VII. This continues until all bids are allocated or until no league has more than 25 players

VIII. Players who participate in multiple leagues that are applying will count as 1/Y per league, where Y is the # of applying leagues that they participated in.

IX. Exceptions may be made for leagues with fewer players that represent smaller, isolated communities.
